INTRODUCTION

120 x 90 mm display unit for viewing wind speed in accordance to the
requirements set out by the ITC MIE-AEM-2.The display unit includes a
sound marker and yellow and red light markers in additfion to the
Anemo4403 sensor, designed to withstand the mechanical forces typical
of construction work.

OPERATION

The VGT-105 HL has been developed to the requirements of the MIE-AEM-
2 but includes more features, including:

- A'large 120 x 90 display.

- Anemometer failure detection.

- Wind release detection.

- 4 alarms configurable in ferms of value, type of warning and hysteresis.

- 4 Voltage-free contacts to match the siren, yellow light and red light warnings, and an auxiliary contact.When the
unit is connected it carries out a self-test on markers and display units, turning them on for 2 seconds.

The protective casing protects the unit against bumps and prevents water from seeping into the interior while allowing the indicator to
be oriented.

The unit includes the possibility of including a battery to check whether the crane has been put in wind release condition once it has
been disconnected from mains.

The unit offer numerous customising opportunities.

PROGRAMMING

When the unit is powered up, the whole display unit lights up for 2 seconds and a self-check is carried out on the alarms triggering them
infermittently.

WITH

To enter programming mode, press the up and down keys pressed down for at least 2 seconds until the display shows the letters CON
that stand for configuration.

The up and down keys are used to change the value of a parameter. To pass on to the next parameter, press validate.
The submenus of the alarms show the programming step through the points on the display units.
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
